President Jenni Casale called the meeting to order.

Jenni stated that she thought the “new counselor’s luncheon” went well. All agreed. Glynis said we could push the benefits of joining LCCA, along with materials, more in the future. In addition, a list of who was present at the luncheon could be added to our mailing list.
Ellen suggested we could add CLC counselors/attendees to our events to the mailing list. It is believed Fern has a list of people who were present. Dave noted that many of the topics we have are not directed towards the higher ed. people.
Jinger asked about the criteria for membership, which sparked discussion. While not official, it seems that a major criterion is that a person is working (or has worked) in, or with, schools (students) in a counselor-like capacity. Interns are welcome to join. 
Jenni said membership forms do not reflect that Interns only have to pay $5 instead of $20. Kathy said she will adjust the form.
Jenni asked how the Board thought the fall workshop went. Everyone though it went well. 75 people attended. Glynis mentioned that Charla is also very knowledgeable about gangs.

Jenni mentioned a possible presenter, Linda Brown Jackson, who specializes in identity issues with minority youths. Toni T.  was mentioned as a possible presenter on State social/emotional standards. 
Possible subtopics to consider were brought up by Dave and Glynis.

New board members were discussed. Craig will contact J. Stennett at Mundelein H.S. and Glynis will contact S. Lee. 

Ellen got everyone thinking about summer with the topic of the 2010 LCCA summer college tour. Possible dates are June 15, 16 & 17 or June 14, 15 & 16. Possible locations include University of Iowa, Augustana and Cornell. Ellen’s expertise in organizing this event is appreciated by all. 
Jenni stated that at the ICA Governing Council meeting, an emphasis is being placed on strategic planning. 

The March 5 winter workshop will include another food drive, and the May 14 spring conference will include a school supply drive.
